(1) Initiation. The text of the county’s adopted
Comprehensive Plan implementing regulations
(also referred to within this code as “development - -
regulations”) may be amended at any time, pro-
vided the amendment is consistent with the Jeffer-
son County Comprehensive Plan and land use map.
When inconsistent with the Comprehensive Plan
and land use map, the amendment shall be pro-
cessed concurrent with any necessary plan amend-
ments using the process and timelines for plan
amendments set forth in this chapter. “Implement-
ing regulations” means the controls placed on
development or land yse activities by the county,

including, but not limited to, this Unified Develop- -

ment Code, the Jefferson County Shoreline Master
Program, or any other official controls required to
implement the plan (see RCW 36.70A.030). Pro-
posed amendments, changes, or modifications may
be initiated as follows:
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
