Section 6-6 Vegetation Conservation
 
I feel that Administrative Review should not be required for the topping of very young trees, removing 
limbs, brush trimming, etc  in areas of establish native vegetation.  I am referring to anything less than 
for instance  3 inches in diameter.  In this manner the vegetation and roots remain healthy but you 
prevent future invasive and harsh pruning problems.

Michelle,
 
The latest updates to the SMP draft still don't fix some key problems we have previously noted.  
 
Please have the draft Shoreline Environmental Designation for Reach FFF changed to "Shoreline 
Residential" as this shoreline, just north of the Cape George area, is well developed Rural Residential 
property with no unique environmental habitats or vegetation warranting a Natural designation.  The 
geological hazards in this area should be handled on a property by property basis rather then with this 
sludge hammer approach.
 
In Chapter 7 of the latest draft SMP, subsection C. 3., the total prohibition of "New private pedestrian 
access structures" in "Natural" designated areas is excessively restrictive as cable lifts can be built to 
avoid the geologically unstable areas and some portions of the bluffs are amenable to stairs. Also, if 
public access structures are allowed then shared access structures should also be allowed.
